an admixture of aboriginal blood to enter 
or remain upon or be within the limits of 
any such reserve ”; and

section after ” aborigine ” the words ‘‘ or 
other person. ” 

(iii) I n  section nine by inserting after ‘‘ aborigine ” 
the words “ or person having apparently an 
admixture of aboriginal blood.” 

(i.) I n  section eleven, subsection one, by omitting 
the words “or the neglected child of any person 
apparently having an admixture of aboriginal 
blood in his wins ”. 

(v) In the same section by omitting subsections 
two and three. 

(vi) I n  section thirteen by omitting the words ‘‘ or 
of any person apparently having a n  admixture 
of aboriginal blood in his veins ”. 

(vii) I n  section fourteen by omitting the words ‘‘ OF 
any persons apparently having an  admixture 
of aboriginal blood in their veins ”.
